The Apostles’ Creed:

As the hymn ends, the wakahuia is lowered. All kneel and remain kneeling throughout. 
The Sacrament is placed on the altar and the bell is rung. 
 
 O Saving Victim, opening wide the gate of heaven to us below,  
 our foes press hard on every side,  
 thine aid supply, thy strength bestow. 
 All praise and thanks to thee ascend for evermore, blest one in three;  
 O grant us life that shall not end,  
 in our true native land with thee. Amen. 
 
The celebrant leads the people in prayer, ending with the Grace. 
 
Benediction:    Plainsong 

Thou gavest them bread from heaven:  
Containing in itself all sweetness.   
 
O God, who in a wonderful Sacrament hast left unto us a memorial of thy saving cross 
and passion: grant us, we beseech thee, so to venerate the sacred mysteries of thy Body 
and Blood, that we may ever perceive within ourselves the fruit of thy redemption, who 
livest and reignest, world without end. Amen.
