This Sunday’s Gospel reading is Luke 6:17,20-26. It says Blessed are you who are poor…
But woe to you who are rich… Maybe in church this is very nice to hear, but is it a     
practical teaching in the real world? The Gospel says that many people from many     
places came to hear Jesus preach. But these words, we are told, though clearly relevant 
to all, were meant especially for Jesus’ disciples. Who are his disciples? They are those 
who have identified themselves fully with Jesus’ mission, with his vision of life. They are 
those who believe in him, who listen to him, and follow him. 
 
What Jesus says in Luke’s Gospel today is similar to Matthew’s eight beatitudes. When 
we first hear them, they seem like a contradiction: the poor are happy; the rich are to 
be condemned. If we want to understand Jesus’ words, we need to know he is speaking 
of the Kingdom of God. The Kingdom is the society that Jesus wants to establish—and 
not just in some future life. We look forward to hearing Deacon Robert’s message on 
this text this Sunday.
